STUDENTS GAIN THE EXPERIENCE OF A LIFETIME

announced their $25,000 partnership ahead of Barrett-Jackson’s Inaugural
“Rock the Block” concert, presented by the Arizona Lottery. Student
musicians from the Teen Center got the amazing chance to open for
Foreigner at the concert.

Alice Cooper’s Solid Rock Teen Center provides free after-school programs
that allow teens to discover their passion through music, dance, art, video
and sound production, self-expression, and creativity. With $25,000 in
Arizona Lottery Gives Back funding, Solid Rock purchased new video
equipment to teach their Teen Center students how to engage in
filmmaking and creative visual projects. With the help of newly purchased
video equipment, students from the Teen Center captured footage of
Eleeza and Solid Rock teens opening for the band Foreigner at “Rock the
Block,” presented by the Arizona Lottery. Ahead of Foreigner taking the
stage, the Arizona Lottery also awarded a lucky attendee (21+) with $500 in
Scratchers® tickets.

“This filmmaking program will continue to allow teens to discover their
passions and to have a safe space to spend their time at our teen centers,’
said Randy Spencer, Partnerships and Development at Solid Rock Teen
Centers.

LOTTERY SCHOLAR ON ICE

As a sponsor of the Arizona State Hockey Team, the Arizona Lottery had the
opportunity to join the Sun Devils on the ice for a ceremonial puck drop.
Arizona Lottery Deputy Director of Marketing & Products, Chris Rogers
shared the ice with Abraham Guerra.

Guerra is a scholarship recipient of an ASU Los Diablos Scholarship,
sponsored by the Arizona Lottery. Since 1984, ASU Los Diablos has
remained committed to providing financial and professional support to
undergraduate students at Arizona State University. Most of their scholars
are first-generation Latino students from across the State.

“Being a Los Diablos Scholar has been the cornerstone of my personal and
professional journey,” said Guerra. “I've refined my skills and broadened
my network through invaluable monthly mentorship and professional
development programs. Beyond the financial support, it's an entrance to a
realm that often remains elusive for individuals like me, and for that, | am
forever grateful.”

Students like Guerra participate in a high-touch program that pairs up with
a full tuition scholarship. To maintain eligibility, students are required to
meet with their professional mentor monthly and attend regular
professional development sessions throughout the year. Additionally,
scholars must continue to maintain a minimum 3.0 GPA.

Arizona Lottery Gives Back continues
its long-standing tradition of supporting programs that benefit the public
through higher education.
